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The psalmß are the songs of ancient Israel—the stories of our heritage. To know these songs is to root ourselves 


deeply in the rich soil of our faith tradition.


The psalms are also the prayers that jesus prayed. To place these prayers into our mouths is to share breath with our beloved 


rabbi, mentor, friend, and savior.


I began The Psalm Project not long after I graduated from seminary in 2004. I missed my community of artists and theologians, 


and needed a fix. I decided to immerse myself in the psalms with this question: What would happen to me if I prayed the 


psalms with the global church in mind? What congregational songs might emerge?


Within the pages of the psalms we find ecstatic songs of praise and gratitude. on the next page, snapshots of raw terror. These 


are set among tender poems of deep sadness. Now, I’m an anglo-american male. speaking for my people, we often resist 


such passion integrated into our spiritual lives. I am so glad we have in our scriptures the testimony that these moments of 


vulnerability, rage, joy, loneliness—any and all of it—can be faith-full moments where God is present with us.


What you have in your hands is the by-product of my studies. The “sharing the road” songs are not verbatim Bible texts. They 


are organic interpretations for our worship. some songs are paraphrases of the psalm texts for us to proclaim together. some 


are honest prayers in response to the scripture. others are spin-off meditations I pray are true to the psalmist’s heart.


may these songs inspire worship in your community, inviting experiences of radical honesty, passionate welcome, uncommon 


trust, and nurturing faith.

The psalm mentions earthly disasters, the acting governments, God’s work of destroying war, and the promise that the holy one 
is in our midst.


let’s talk about fear. Psalm 46:2 boldly prays this intention to trust God with life and safety. Two reasons are offered for this 
trust: God is as unchanging and strong as a fortress (46:1-6), and God will make wars cease (46:8-10). 


Fear is an important emotion and a vital instinct of all creaturely beings on our planet. here is an invitation to know God’s 
presence amid—not necessarily opposed to—fearful, troubling circumstances. julian of Norwich may be a voice for our time and 
place: “all shall be well, and all shall be well, and every manner of thing shall be well.”


In what ways today can we confess “we will not fear” as we engage the realities of our world with christ’s claim on us? In an age 
of great fear across the globe, singing of our assurance of God’s presence may be among the most faithful proclamations we can 
make for the world.
